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Peace Junior Accepted Into Chicago College of Pharmacy Career Explorers Program

Queen of Peace junior Lauren Vitrano has been accepted into Midwestern University
Chicago College of Pharmacy’s Career Explorers Program. The intensive six-week summer
program consists of organized hands-on activities, in which the student functions as a pharmacy
technician at a Walgreens or Jewel-Osco pharmacy, and a short course in pharmacy-related
topics at the Chicago College of Pharmacy. Students spend 50 percent of their 40-hour work
week at the Chicago College of Pharmacy in Downers Grove and 50 percent of the time at a
Walgreens or Jewel-Osco pharmacy.

The program, which accepts 25 applicants, is designed to prepare students to be
successful pharmacy technicians, allow students to explore various career opportunities in the
pharmacy community, link students to mentors, and provide information and guidance to prepare
students for a pharmacy education.
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
