
QUEEN OF PEACE SCHOLARSHIPS & GRANTS 
 
PEACE ACADEMIC SCHOLARSHIPS 
 

Peace Academic Scholarships are awarded to incoming frosh who are top performers on the 
Peace Entrance Exam. Scholarships range from $1000 to $3000 and may be renewable 
up to four years depending on the student's exam score and her maintaining a grade point 
average of at least 3.5. To be eligible for Peace Academic Awards, students must 
take the Entrance Exam at Queen of Peace on January 14, 2012. 
 
QUEEN OF PEACE GRANT  (RENEWABLE) 
 

The Queen of Peace Grant is a need-based award.  To be eligible, families must demonstrate 
financial need by submitting a Private School Aid Service (PSAS) form 
 
Service Award  (INCOMING FROSH/NONRENEWABLE) 
 

This award is given to an incoming frosh student who has a dedication to service and has 
participated in service activities in her school, parish and/or community. 
 
Leadership Award  (INCOMING FROSH/NONRENEWABLE) 
 

This award is given to an incoming frosh student who has demonstrated leadership skills in 
activities in her school, parish and/or community. 
 
Service & Leadership Award  (NONRENEWABLE) 
 

This award is given to a current student who has demonstrated service and leadership in her 
school, parish and/or community. 
 
MAZZUCHELLI GRANT  (RENEWABLE) 
 

The Mazzuchelli Grant is a need-based award.  To be eligible, families must show financial 
need by submitting a Private School Aid Service (PSAS) form. 
 
SINSINAWA DOMINICAN AWARD  (NONRENEWABLE) 
 

The Sinsinawa Dominican Award is given to current students who have demonstrated a 
commitment to the Sinsinawa Dominican values of truth, justice, compassion, partnership 
and community.    
 
BARBARA SHEEHY, O.P. GRANT  (NONRENEWABLE) 
 

The Barbara Sheehy, O.P. Grant is need-based, determined by exemplary service or ministry 
in school or the community, and given to a current student.   
 
FRANKLIN-STROBEL GRANT   (NONRENEWABLE) 
 

The Franklin-Strobel Grant is need-based, determined by exemplary performance in English 
or foreign language, and is awarded to a current student. 
 
MROZEK SCHOLARSHIP  (NONRENEWABLE) 
 

The Mrozek Scholarship is awarded to a senior involved in a music program.  Students apply 
in the second semester of their junior year. 
 
 



 
 

ALUMNAE DISCOUNT 
 
WOMAN OF PEACE LEGACY  (NONRENEWABLE) 
 

A $500 tuition discount is awarded to an incoming frosh daughter of an alumna of  
Queen of Peace High School. 
 
 

FAMILY DISCOUNTS 
 

 A $1,000 discount is given to families with two daughters attending QOP. 
 

 A $2,000 discount is given to families with three daughters attending QOP.  
 

If a brother attends St. Laurence, there is a tuition discount of $750.  
St. Laurence and Queen of Peace will each give a $375 reduction while both 
students are attending.
